WHISKER RESCUE FOSTER CARE AGREEMENT
· Thank you for fostering Whisker Rescue animals.

· Whisker Rescue will provide food and litter for Whisker Rescue animals when available through donations. We are currently unable to reimburse you for expenses.  Whisker Rescue recommends Nutro cat/dog food.
· Foster care person/family must provide transportation to and from our adoption day events or other events that cats/kittens may be brought to. Foster person may stay at the adoption event, if so desired. Otherwise, cats/kittens may be dropped off & picked up at the specified times. 
· We also ask foster homes to take foster cats/kittens to and from their vet appointment(s) whenever possible.

· Potential adopters will be screened by phone by a Whisker Rescue representative prior to contacting the foster parent(s) then will be given your name and phone number after approval to do so.  If possible, they have been forwarded the Adoption Application to review and complete.

· Please answer their questions and if they want to meet the animal, set up a time that’s convenient for you.  Get their name and number in case you need to reschedule, and encourage them to call you if they change their minds or need to reschedule.

· If they feel certain that they want to adopt, ask them to bring along a cat carrier (collar and leash when applicable) for the pet’s safety while transporting.

· Adopters must be patient, loving and attentive to the animal.  Familiarity with cat temperament is a plus.
· If you feel the people are not a good match for the animal, diplomatically tell them why and end the interview.  If you don’t feel comfortable doing that, tell them Whisker Rescue management makes the final decisions and will go over the application and be in touch with them.  Then alert Whisker Rescue to the situation.

· If they decide to adopt and haven’t already completed the Adoption Application, have them do so.  Carefully go over their application.

· Adopters must be at least 18 years of age and have a valid ID/drivers license.

· If 18 and living at home, they must have parents’ approval to adopt.

· If renting, must provide landlord’s name and number so we can verify landlord’s consent to pets on the premises.  Renter must know what extra damage deposit or pet rent might be charged.

· If they already have 3 or more cats, their city’s ordinances may prohibit them from taking in another pet.  Ask if they’re familiar with the laws in their area, or if they have a special permit.
· Whisker Rescue animals cannot be adopted as pets for other people, nor can they be given away to others.  The adopter must be the person who will live with the pet and commit to its lifelong care.

· Whisker Rescue animals will not be adopted to people who let them loose outside or confine them in a cage.  Applications may be denied for certain other circumstances.
· If application is complete, go over the Adoption Contract with the adopter. They are not buying these animals.  They are adopting them and must understand and agree to each condition of the Adoption Contract.

· If your Whisker Rescue contact felt this was a good adopter, and you have met them and seen them interact with the animal and you feel that they will be a good and responsible pet owner, then complete the paperwork and get payment of the adoption fee in cash or check made out to Whisker Rescue.

· Make sure they understand that there will be a transitional period while the cat adjusts to its new home.  Someone from Whisker Rescue will be following up to see how things are going.  Adopters can call Whisker Rescue’s main numbers if they have a question or a concern about the animal.  We’re here to help.

· Whisker Rescue will always take the animal(s) back.  Should adopters get into financial or housing difficulties and are no longer able to keep the animal(s), Whisker Rescue must be contacted immediately. Pets are, absolutely, NOT to be given to other people or to shelters of any kind. Adopters must return animal(s) back to Whisker Rescue. Failure to comply with contract will result in breach of contract. Adopter may pay applicable legal fees.
· Call your Whisker Rescue representative when adoption is done.  Forward the paperwork and fee paid as instructed by your representative.  Any questions or problems, Call Melissa at 763-786-4594 or cell 763-670-5139.
